Task 1

Interviewer: Today on What’s On Around Town, I’m talking to Chris Jackson, one of the organizers at our local Eversham Tennis Club, who’s here to try to convince you to become members. Chris, are you only interested in talented players or can anyone join?

Chris: Playing competitive tennis isn’t all we do, although we have had some great successes and our level of teaching is very high. The club is also somewhere people can come to have fun. If you want to play for fun, it’s best to come on a club night.

Interviewer: What are club nights?

Chris: Well, they’re evenings for adult players that include playing tennis matches in a relaxed atmosphere rather than trying to improve skills. The club nights are held every Wednesday and Friday from 6 p.m. throughout the summer months.

In the winter the courts are covered so that play can continue, but there’s an extra fee to cover the cost of the extra lighting. It’s not very much though. On Friday nights food and drinks are available at the end of play.

Interviewer: That’s for adults, what about younger players?

Chris: We have an excellent teaching programme run by Jack Stevens and his team that covers all ages and includes both individual and group sessions. The courses run for 10 weeks at a time and are open to members and no–members. Full payment in advance is preferred, although a weekly fee is possible. 
Interviewer: Is there a club night for juniors?

Chris: Oh yes. It’s on Thursdays all year round. In fact, we’re opening a small shop in the clubhouse selling snacks and cold drinks for this event, but that won’t be until next spring. Any parents, by the way, who’d like to help out with that are very welcome.

Interviewer: Are the people who run the club nights paid?

Chris: No. They are run by members and as you can imagine, there’s a lot of work involved. There is an excellent teaching staff available and also one person in the office who comes in for a few hours a week to make sure everything runs smoothly. 

Interviewer: And a final word on competitions. Do you encourage players to take part in wider competitions?

Chris: Definitely. We have a strong tradition of success in competitions in the area, and we prepare players for them through our own club competitions. The junior competition takes place in May.

Interviewer: How serious is that?

Chris: It’s a fun event but also a good opportunity for juniors of all levels to try out their tennis skills in a more competitive atmosphere. There’s no fee for these club competitions, and winners are offered free extra lessons.

Task 2

Woman: Hello, West Bay Hotel. Can I help you?
Man: Oh, good morning. I’m ringing about your advertisement in the Evening Gazette.

Woman: Is that the one for temporary staff?
Man: That’s right.
Woman: Yes. I’m afraid the person who’s dealing with that isn’t in today, but I can give you the main details if you like.
Man: Yes, please. Could you tell me what kind of staff are you looking for?
Woman: We’re looking for waiters at the moment. There was one post for a cook, but that’s already been taken.
Man: Oh, right. Erm, what are the hours of work?
Woman: There are two different shifts – there’s a day shift from 7 to 2 and a late shift from 4 till 11.
Man: And can people choose which one they want to do?
Woman: Not normally, because everyone would choose the day shift I suppose. You alternate from one week to another.
Man: Okay. I’m just writing all this down. What about time off?
Woman: You get one day off and I think you can negotiate which one you want, it’s more or less up to you. But it has to be the same one every week.
Man: Do you know what the rates of pay are?
Woman: Yes, I’ve got them here. You get £5.50 an hour, and that includes a break.
Man: Do I have to go home to eat or …
Woman: You don’t have to. You can get your meal in the hotel if you want to, and there’s no charge for it so you might as well. 
Man: Oh good. Yes, so let’s see. I’d get er, two hundred and twenty one, no, two hundred and thirty one pound a week?
Woman: You’d also get tips – our guests tend to be quite generous.
Man: Erm, is there a uniform? What about clothes?
Woman: Yes, I forgot to mention that. You need to wear a white shirt, just a plain one, and dark trousers. You know, not green or anything like that. And we don’t supply those.
Man: That’s okay, I’ve got trousers, I’d just have to buy a couple of shirts. What about anything else? Do I need a waistcoat or anything?
Woman: You have to wear a jacket, but the hotel lends you that.
Man: I see. Er, one last thing – I don’t know what the starting date is.
Woman: Just a minute, I think it’s some time around the end of June. Yes, the 28th, in time for the summer.
Man: That’s great. I’m available from the 10th.
Woman: Oh, good. Well, if you can call again you need to speak to the Service Manager. Her name is Jane Urwin, that’s U-R-W-I-N, and she’ll probably arrange to meet you.
Man: Okay. And when’s the best time to ring?
Woman: Could you call tomorrow? Um, she usually starts checking the rooms at midday, so before then if you can, so she’ll have more time to chat. I’ll just give you her number because she’s got a direct line.
